IMMIGRATION ALERT
Immigration Reform/ Legislations

This year can be marked as year of immigration reform. At
Federal and State level many bills are being worked on to
over haul the immigration system after a long time.
National debate is far from over. | urge you to watch this
debate closely. There has never been a better time but
now to call the US Senators and Representatives from
New Hampshire and tell them what your views are on
Immigration. What comes out at the end can affect the
lives of many of our families and friends for many years to
come.

Here at home, NH legislators have proposed many bills
this session which would be considered anti-immigrant
legislation. One of those bills would have required all
Drivers’ licenses of non-citizens (including Green card
holders and legal aliens) to be identified differently. Since
driver’s license is your primary identification, many legal
aliens could be unfairly exposed to discrimination in public
places.

Another bill (SB407) would have made all businesses, and
individuals to inform the state if you intend to hire illegal
aliens or foreign nationals. This bill even went further to
hold individual and businesses responsible if the
subcontractors they hire for landscaping or install the new
roof hired illegal aliens. You could be fined $2,500 per



incident. Above two proposed legislations and many other
have been sent to committee for further study. It means
they will not be brought to the floor for vote this year, and
may essentially be killed. But, these bills are likely to come
back. Many of the proposed legislations, if passed would
make life miserable even for many legal immigrants who
are not citizens.

We as a community can not be silent observers. We have
to develop relations with our State legislators who live
within our communities. They are every day people just
like us. Talk to them about your concerns. They are
always eager to listen to your views. They are likely to pay
more attention to some of these bills if they knew you are
watching their vote. Education is the best solution.

RECENT EVENT
IANH Education Bee Attracts Many Youngsters

The 2006 New Hampshire regional Educational Bee
contests for Indian American children concluded on
Saturday, March 25 at the New Hampshire Community
Technical College in Manchester, N.H. The Spelling and
Vocabulary Bees were held on Saturday March 18, while
the Math, Geography and Essay contests were held on
March 25. This was more like a community event that
included well coordinated activities to fill the day.

North South Foundation (NSF) Manchester and the Indian
Association of New Hampshire (IANH) organized the
event. The event saw as many as 115 children
participating in all contests. Many of the children
participated in multiple events.

The Spelling and Geography Bee (which was introduced
this year) were divided into two main categories by
grades, the Junior and Senior, which specified separate
grade ranges for the contest. The Vocabulary and Essay
Bee had an additional category the Intermediate. The
Spelling, Vocabulary and Geography Bees had two
phases, Phase | and Phase Il, wherein the nature of the
task progressed from the written to the oral. Scores for
participants were totaled over the two phases. The Math
Bee contests were divided into three levels by age groups.

All proceeds from this event will go to the North South
Foundation, which provides scholarships for needy
children in India.

IMPORTANT NEWS
NH Driver’s License

After 9/11 New Hampshire department of motor vehicle
(DMV) has changed many of their driver’s license
administrative policies, which were big inconvenience to
many non-citizens. Four immigrants living in the state
filed suit against the commissioner, claiming that license
application procedure discriminates against them and
should be prohibited. In a recent land mark ruling the U.
S. District Judge criticized many of the department policies



and asked the department that Citizens and non-citizens
be treated the same.

As a result of this lawsuit, department will no longer
require non-citizens to travel to Concord to renew their
driver’s license. But, first time applicant will be required to
travel to Concord. In addition, the judge asked the
department to issue six-month, laminated license with a
photo of the individual to non-residents who make their
first application for a license instead of the 45-day,
temporary paper licenses it currently issues.
