2005 A Year in Review

Last year was the busiest in our association’s history.
Members of our Executive and Public Service committees
outlined the appropriate course of actions when
confronted by successive tragic events, sometimes in the
midst of a busy schedule.

We raised over six thousand dollars to help the Tsunami
victims. Our contributions included a four hundred dollar
check from Kamini, daughter of Karen and Erling
Jorgensen. Kamini's parents requested the guests at her
birthday party last winter to donate to IANH Tsunami fund
in lieu of gifts. They added their own contribution and
donated it to Tsunami fund. Kamin’s generosity and
sacrifice is commendable. Members of our executive
committee chose IDRF, Manitha Neyam, Udavum
Karangal, and ASHA to donate the collection. IDRF used
the money to buy Mobile Medical van to help the poor in
rural Andhra Pradesh. A picture of the van is on display at
our web site. Manitha Neyam, a Sri Lankan charity
organization purchased bicycles for the fishermen in the
Tsunami affected Sri Lanka. | thank everyone who
contributed to the good cause and made an impact on
people’s lives.

Eight hundred dollars worth of grocery items were donated
to the food pantries in Nashua and Manchester last
summer. Thanks to our members for donating money to
help those in need. Our volunteers cooked and served a
meal at the Nashua and Manchester soup kitchens in
January, May, and October, the last one performed on
Gandhi Jayanti day. IANH children visited the Goffstown
Nursing Home and entertained the senior citizens with a
cultural program. Last October, we donated toiletries to
American Red Cross in Alexandria LA to help Katrina
victims. Thanks to Postal Center U.S.A for sponsoring to
underwrite the cost. You can now contribute to IANH

Over 130 children participated in the Education contests
last spring. Essay writing contest was introduced to the

list in 2005. | thank Kumon Center of Nashua for donating
trophies to the winners. These contests promote learning
in a competitive environment as well as provide an
opportunity to prepare for the Scholastic Aptitude Test.
Last summer, Anjithaa, daughter of Thilak and Balaji
Radhakrishnan was awarded the first prize at the National
Junior Spelling Bee conducted by the North South
Foundation in Evanston lllinois. We are proud of
Anjithaa’s achievement. As a part our commitment to
education, we introduced lecture series on various topics
of interest last year.

Our cultural programs always receive the best grade.
Attendance at the Diwali festival exceeded the five
hundred mark last fall. Hon. Neelam Deo, Consul General
of India New York addressed the audience. Many local
and Indian community news papers as well as the WMUR-
TV covered the Tsumnami Fund Raiser, Spring Festival,
and Diwali events. Contributions to the Tsunami
fundraiser from Nihita Patel and Netra Rajnikanth are
commendable. They helped the Tsunami fundraiser by
donating five hundred dollars, proceeds from the snack
sales at the Tsunami fundraiser.

While some of us were busy in organizing IANH activities,
Himanshu Desai, Chair of IANH Public Relations
committee led the campaign to defeat the ‘Removing
Increased Penalties for Hate Crimes Bill HB-136FN’ that
was brought to vote by NH state legislators. Some New
Hampshire state legislators tried unsuccessfully to pass
the bill that would have eliminated increased criminal
penalties contained in the original version of the bill for
hate crimes. We sent out Email alerts to our members and
requested them to contact their legislators to defeat the
passage of the bill. | thank you for promptly responding to
our request. IANH joined other immigrant groups in the
state in opposing passage of the bill.

IANH web site is frequently visited by the members of our
community. We added many local events to the web site.
Finally, our membership topped the two hundred and thirty
mark last year. We have a number of unfinished items
that will be attended to this year.

In summary, IANH is growing and our organization’s
efforts are often talked about in the region. I look forward
to continuing our efforts in 2006. Best Regards.

RECENT EVENT
Tons of Fun at IANH Diwali Festival

When Vandana Dhakar, Chair of the Membership

Committee of the India Association of New Hampshire
which organized the Diwali Festival, had to turn away
people clamoring for tickets, she knew this would be a

huge event. The association had planned for an
attendance of 400 people but people turned up in droves,
and many had to face the disappointment of not procuring
the coveted tickets; so great was the response to the
Diwali extravaganza held on November 5™, 2005 at the
Nashua High School North in Nashua, New Hampshire.

It was superlative event not just in terms of the attendance
but also in terms of the quality and number of
performances during the evening (no less than 26 items
on the program). And as if that was not enough, the
evening was graced by the presence of three dignitaries:
Bernard Streeter, the Mayor of Nashua, Neelam Deo,
Consul-General of India (New York) and Bea Francoeur,
State Representative from the New Hampshire House of
Representatives.

The evening’s fare started with an instrumental invocation
to Lord Ganesha, the remover of obstacles, performed by
children associated with the Chinmaya Mission Nashua.
Nataai Keertana, a vocal piece highlighting the centrality
of ragas to music, was next. Meera, 10, of Broad Street
Elementary School and Sri Bhavana, 13, of Nashua
Catholic who performed this piece were quite excited to go
on stage after having rehearsed for more than a week for
this event. A couple of gorgeously choreographed dance
numbers such as Pal Pal Hari Bhari and Jhanjar followed
and set the tempo.

There was a brief intermission in the cultural activities as
Prithvi Kumar, the president of the India Association for
New Hampshire took to stage and provided the audience
with a brief description of the association’s active
involvement in public service, ranging for cooking at local
soup kitchens to relief efforts during the tsunami and
Hurricane Katrina. He then proposed a thirty-second
silence for the victims of the latest earthquake in Pakistan
and India. The Chief Guest of the evening, Nashua Mayor
Bernie Streeter, was then invited. He expressed his pride
in Nashua’s multicultural mix and diversity and especially
the contributions of the Indian community. The Consul



General of India in New York, Neelam Deo, who was up
next, congratulated the Indian communities for
strengthening the local societies they were part of while
continuing to celebrate their cultural traditions and roots.
She praised the India-US relations and enumerated new
areas such as pharmaceutical research and food
processing where further cooperation was being pursued.
After her, Bea Francouer, the New Hampshire State
Representative presented a special award from the New
Hampshire House of Representatives to Anjitha Krishnan,
9, of Nashua who won the Junior Spelling Bee Contest
organized by the North-South Foundation in Evanston,
lllinois. Mr. Farrukh Najmi, a citizen of Pakistan then came
up to share his knowledge of the earthquake in Pakistan
and India, which had a personal dimension to him, and
urged all present to donate towards the relief efforts.

The cultural program resumed with gusto after the
intermission. Several energetic and brightly
choreographed pieces by Jasmine Shah’s students, such
as “Yeh Tara Woh Tara,” “Rang Deeni” and “Jab Raat
Dhali,” the last a dance number from the movie “Paheli”
that featured children in puppet-costumes lent a great
swirl of color to the festivities. Reena, 9, and Shaina, 8,
participants in Jab Raat Dhali, attired in bright green
costumes with puppet-masks clipped on to the back of
their heads, were thrilled to bits about their performance.
“Great fun,” they squealed in delight at the prospect of
taking to stage and performing. Among the other notable
performances were “Bhumbro,” another choreographed
piece from the movie “Mission Kashmir” full with children
in bright pink Kashmiri dresses, a flute recital by Dr.
Suresh Mathur, “Koluvai,” a Kuchipudi dance number and
some sparkling film melodies rendered by Srisai and
Suman.

All this great cultural activity was followed by an Indian
dinner and the evening was capped by a frenzied round of
Dandia, a traditional dance marked by the symbolic clash
of short sticks held by the dancers, with Ravi Singh
deejaying the event. As Indian Association members
shook their heads in disbelief at the huge turnout, they
knew well that the event had proved a smashing success.
